Unfortunately, most of these issues concerning demographic problems, population health,
quality of life, have not been resolved over the past 30 years. Moreover, it has become accepted to
characterize the state of modern Russian society using the words “existential threat”, where the
leading role is played by depopulation and a decrease in the quality of human potential, which
directly depend on the state of family relationships.

Therefore, the Editorial Board of the journal Population decided to publish a special issue
devoted to family relationships and timed to «The Year of the Family» in Russia. We expect that
the articles published here will not only clarify the state of family relationships in our country to
administrative bodies and interested readers, but also become an important practical step on the
way to improving the situation. Moreover, according to the research of the Institute of the Socio-
Economic Studies of Population of the FCTAS RAS, Russia society has preserved much of the
traditional type of family relationships and has not passed into the category of overindustrialized
societies.
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
