and the UFD regions are differentiated by separate quality of life indicators. It is noted that the most
favorable demographic situation among the UFD regions is currently observed in Tyumen Oblast,
particularly due to its autonomous okrugs. There was conducted analysis of the legal framework
governing demographic policy in the UFD regions, and set the main goals and tasks within the frames
of measures to improve the demographic situation in the country. As a result of this analysis of the
demographic situation in the UFD regions, the main problems impeding effective implementation of
the regional demographic policy were identified, and recommendations for overcoming them were
formulated.
