HISTORIOGRAPHY OF THE COLLAPSE
OF THE GREAT MONGOL EMPIRE

Abstract. The article represents a historical review of the works devoted to the history of the collapse of the Great Mongol
Empire. The authors presented the evolution of the views of researchers on the causes of the collapse of Genghis Khan's and
his successor’s state. Special attention is given to the research of the theoretical foundation of historical concepts of the Mongol
Empire’s collapse in the domestic and foreign historiography, and different theories — from providentialism to contemporary
approaches to the study of nomadic societies and nomadic civilizations based on cultural studies, social and political
anthropology. The classification of the political, economic, social and cultural causes of the collapse of the largest empire in the
Middle Ages is given in the article. The authors consider discussions about the period of the existence of Mongol Empire.

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POLITICAL FEATURES OF THE CANADIAN ARMY
DEVELOPMENT DURING THE SECOND WORLD WAR

Abstract. The article analyzes the specificity of the Canadian Ground Force structural evolution during the World War Il
influenced by both external and domestic political factors. The authors note the main elements of this process and provide facts
of the dominion political and military spheres interaction. The result of the study shows the close relationship of dominion and
the parent state in military matters, and confirms the impact of the French-Canadian problem as a deterrent in this field.
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
