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MONGOLIAN QUESTION IN THE POLICY
OF THE COMINTERN

Abstract. The foreign policy course of Soviet Russia in the 1920s-1930s was aimed at spreading the ideas of the world
revolution and the struggle against international imperialism. In connection with the defeat of the revolutionary movement in
Europe, the Asian direction of revolutionizing has become the most promising one. The Comintern acted as a kind of corridor
for spreading the ideas of the world revolution to the East, and China foremost. In the policy of the Comintern, Mongolia

and the Mongolian question associated with its playing an important role in promoting revolutionary ideas using the national
liberation movement of Mongolian peoples (panmongolism). Later, with the changing international situation and regarding the
military threat from Japan, the Comintern concentrated its work on strengthening its own positions, on supporting the Left in
the domestic political struggle, as well as on bilateral Soviet-Mongolian relations.

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STALINGRAD BATTLE PERCEPTION
AND INTERPRETATION BY THE PRIME MINISTER
OF CANADA W.L.M. KING

Abstract. The article is devoted to the analysis of the views of Canadian premier W.L.M. King on the significance and role of
the battle of Stalingrad in World War II. The author, relying on the diaries of the Canadian leader, concludes that W.L.M. King
admits the world scale of the Red Army victory on Volga, but overall he professes a completely Machiavellian approach to

the struggle of the USSR with Nazi Germany. Basing on the sources used in the article, the Canadian politician perceives the
battle of Stalingrad as primarily an important factor leading to the defeat of Germany, rather than the triumph of Soviet troops.
